Dress Code

Shirt: Solid White Collared Polo
Pants: Khaki, shirts tucked in with belt.

No Solid Red or Solid Blue shoes, jackets or belts. No shorts, no sweatpants and no sandals/Crocs. No
backpacks or purses. Hoods will NOT be worn on school property or buses.

Apparel will not contain hats, hoods, headphones, ear buds,hair picks, combs, do-rags, stocking caps,
bandanas, scarves, towels, and other headgear. Dress grooming practices, and personal hygiene will
not interfere with schoolwork, create disorder, disrupt the educational program, or prevent the
student from achieving educational objectives. Hair (no unnaturalcolors) and clothing must not block
vision, restrict movement or cause safety issues. Clothing will fit appropriately and include no oversized
or undersized garments.

Jackets or sweaters; both must open all the way in the front - NO pullovers.

No gang related emblems such as “Gucci, MK” and others.
Pants are to be worn at the waist with no visible undergarments and present no safety hazards.
NO holes, rips or frays.

Jewelry, accessoriesor extended fingernails that could be deemed unsafe are not permitted.

Note: The Principal has the final authority to determine when personal appearance does not meet
expectations.
